PuenteNayero Humanitarian Space Inspires Nonviolent Resistance

In April 2014, an AfreColombian community of approximately 300 families known
as Puente Nayerformed an urban Humanitarian Space. Criticizing the collusion of
state security forces with paramilitaries, community members rejected th
militarization of their oceanfront neighbourhood and began resisting multinatione
companies trying to displace thdrom their homes.

Despite receivingonstant death threatwer the last year, Puente Nayero petitioned

for accompaniment from the Interchurch Commission for Justice and Peace &ad join
the networkof Communities Building Peace in the Territories (CONPAZ) to organize
and defend their territorial, cultural, and human rights. Committing to a practice
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nonviolence, thg removed paramilitary presence from their street and dismantled
chopup house that had been installed to dismember and terrorize people.

Paramilitary presence indicates a larggrenomenon: the use of such violent 1stete
actors to effect mass disggements in Buenaventura, freeing up land for multinational
corporations i n the name of Nndevel op
Colombian state. Various cases of links between paramilitaries and multination
actors have been documented exterlgi in Colombia, with welknown examples
involving companies such &hiquita Brands InternationaCocaCola and Nestle
Leader Orlando Castillo said nCapital
comes from big cities in Europe, Asia and the United State:

This is only one example of international investment in Buenaventura, providing
glimpse into how development projects displace vulnerable communities in Colombie
In such a complex situation, the Humanitarian Space is a small symbol of hope for th
peope of Buenaventura. By slowly expanding their nonviolent space and organizing
with other communities throughout Colombia to resist physical and economic
violence, the people of Puente Nayero work for more inclusive and sustainable peac:
building processes.
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
