Remembering Hiroshima

Paper Cranes are made to remember Hiroshima because of a girl called Sadako. Just two-years-old when the atom bomb was dropped Sadako developed Leukemia at age 10.
The crane symbolizes peace in Japan so Sadako tried to fold 1000 cranes as an expression of her hope for peace and recovery. Sadly she died aged 12. So paper cranes became a symbol of hope that nuclear weapons will never be used again.
